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BACKGROUND

A school’s dress code plays an important role in promoting the positive image of the school and creating a sense of identity. Both parents and the staff believe that a uniform Dress Code instils in the students a sense of ownership and pride in their school and their faction. 

The Bateman Primary School community is proud of its school and believes the school Dress Code is an important identifier to the wider community. 

This policy has had input from both parents and staff and has been endorsed by the Bateman Primary School Board.

PROCEDURES

General

· Parents will be made aware of the Dress Code at Bateman Primary at the time of enrolment.

· Any alteration of the Dress Code will be developed through the School Board. Representation to the Board can be made from the school administration or P & C Association.

· Parents seeking exemptions from the Dress Code should write to the Principal stating reasons.

· The school will positively promote the Dress Code.

· Non-compliance with the school’s dress code: (s. 123) 

1. The Principal may take the action if  

· a student at the school does not comply with a requirement of the school's dress code; and 

· the student is not exempted under Regulation 35 of the Regulations from complying with the requirement. 

2. The Principal may do one or both of the following things  

· prevent the student from attending any activity in respect of which the student would have been representing the school; or 

· prevent the student from attending or participating in any school activity which, in the opinion of the principal, is not part of the essential educational program of the school. 

The ‘Official’ School Uniform

Girls:
Black skirt or girls’ fashion shorts and Bateman polo shirt, with black jacket or windcheater or black polar fleece zip up jacket. Black pants or track pants. (In the style supplied by Bateman Primary School Uniform Shop).

Boys:
Black shorts and Bateman polo shirt with black jacket or windcheater or black polar fleece zip up jacket. Black pants or track pants. (In the style supplied by Bateman Primary School Uniform Shop).

Please note:     Dresses, Skirts, Shorts, Skorts must be no shorter than mid thigh length.

                        Leggings, bike pants must not be worn unless these are underneath

                        dresses, skirts, shorts or skorts.
Official School Uniform to be worn on school excursions

Optional items:

Girls: School dress for P - 3
Footwear

Appropriate for the occasion. No thongs.

Socks

Black or white – on school photo day only
Hats

Black Bateman Primary wide brimmed or bucket hat.  No other hat is to be worn.

Hair

For Health and Safety reasons all shoulder length hair should be tied back and away from the face.

Sporting Uniform

Faction T shirts is to be worn each Friday. Students participating in interschool sport to be advised of dress standards.

Jewellery

Since all students actively participate in both physical Education lessons and playground games jewellery should not be worn. The Policy does allow for ‘subtle’ pieces such as studs, sleepers and a watch.
Make up

Face make up is not allowed and nor is nail polish on fingers or visible on toes.
